Yesterday our new Mission 

Superintendent conducted a 

Baptismal Service at the 10 de 

septiembre and baptized about 30 

children. It was a glorious 

experience for all of us 

symbolizing a new beginning in 

the lives of the children and the 

congregation.  

 
 

In Subirana, teams will continue to 

work on the pastoral house across 

the street from the church. My 

friend, Paul Burger from Kansas 

will spend a month there 

coordinating those teams. 

 

January 8, Larry Norman, the 

Coordinator of Louisiana VIM 

visited us and I had the 

opportunity to show him most of 

our projects. We will have 4 teams 

from that conference this year. 

They will share in our new 

beginnings as they work in new 

places on new projects.  

 

The Butterfly Project led by 

Loretta is moving ahead into 2011.  

Loretta is interviewing new moms 



and we added 4 new children to 

the program today. We had a 

wonderful Christmas celebration in 

December and the atmosphere was 

charged with excitement about the 

future of the project. God has 

blessed our hearts so richly with 

this program.
