But by the grace of God, we
have still been able to serve many communities, churches, and
families with the different projects through Shining The Light
Ministries and Asociacion Brillando La Luz De Cristo En Nicaragua.
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We have faced some challenges over the past 3 months, but we
know those challenges are opportunities to glorify God. One of the
biggest challenges we face is national election day on November 7th.
Even though we do not know what the outcome will be, we know
that God has everything under control.

We are excited about the garden projects in the communities, we
planted the new cycle at the end of April and the members started
their seed beds. Since the rainy season started in May, they are now

able to replant their crops. The rainy season is great for the
communities because they know that with the rain, their crops will
have better results which in return is better for their families and
businesses.

The poultry project has been a great blessing for Felix’s family and

other members of the communities. This past May we had the first
flock of the year of 250 Chicks. We received them when they were 2
weeks old and we set them up in one galley at Felix's. We are

expecting to be able to have 250 more chicks in July and they will

also be set up in a galley. When they get the appropriate age, they
are going to be distributed into the different communities that we
are serving. Praise God that the health of the chicks has been good
and we have not had any loss.

We have been very active building discipleship programs within the different
communities. It has not only been a blessing for the churches and
§ communities participating in the program, but for us too. We know that God
is still on the move! In the past 8 month we have been able to visit about 10
different churches and about 300 families. Pastors and community members
are very grateful because we are empowering them to reach out to more
people.. even people that they thought were unreachable. We want to thank
